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Hardy Jones has been producing environmental films with special emphasis on the marine environment since 1978. His first book, The Voice of the Dolphins was published in summer, 2011.

Hardy has produced seventy-six television films on wildlife, natural history and the environment. These programs have been produced for National Geographic Channels, Discovery Channel, ABC, NATURE on PBS, Arts & Entertainment Network, and Turner Broadcasting in the United States and many international venues.

He is currently executive director of BlueVoice.org, a non-profit organization dedicated to combining Internet capabilities with television and new media to raise awareness of the threats facing the world’s oceans. He also serves on the Ocean Council of Oceana, an ocean advocacy group with offices worldwide.
In 2008 Hardy was given a lifetime achievement award from the International Wildlife Film Festival. In 2005 he was chosen Conservation Filmmaker of the Year at Jackson Hole. He has won the Genesis Award for using film in the cause of animal welfare and The Explorer’s Club Special Jury Award for his film The Dolphin Defender. 

Hardy Jones began his career as a journalist working for UPI and CBS News, before becoming an independent filmmaker. 

Hardy’s latest film, which PBS entitled “The Dolphin Defender” premiered on the long running series NATURE on May 15, 2005. It focuses on his twenty-five years of experience with dolphins and whales and the fight to preserve and protect the oceans. 

His previous release, "When Dolphins Cry", is the story of one man's transformation from dolphin killer to dolphin watch tour leader. Co-produced with National Geographic Channels International. 

Hardy is chief author of a White Paper on the dangerous levels of contaminants in the oceans and their impact on marine mammals and human beings. BlueVoice has published volume 1 of “the A Shared Fate White Paper

Hardy Jones received a bachelor’s degree from Tulane University, and studied anthropology at Syracuse University in connection with training for the Peace Corps where he served in Peru. He was awarded a CBS News Foundation Fellowship to study law and journalism at Columbia University.
